Here’s a way to help speed the Kingdom and learn more about your neighborhood in two hours on a Saturday morning or Thursday evening than in years living there. We call it Canning Hunger and it will help us open personal connections with neighbors ~ in a way that’s natural and comfortable ~ while doing what the un-churched in America expect the church to be doing: helping alleviate poverty and hunger. 
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 STEP ONE:    Distribute Door Hangers

1. If you haven’t already, sign up as a Neighborhood Lighthouse to receive your Neighborhood Prayer List and start receiving monthly tips and encouragement. 

2. Pick up enough Door Hangers and collection bags at church. 

3. Use your Prayer List to choose the neighbors you want to visit (20 recommended for maximum impact.)
4. Write your name and address, and the day and time you will return to collect the food on each door hanger. Saturday mornings work well for your first pass. 

5. Pray for each household as you place the door hangers on the doors. 

 STEP TWO:    Collect the Food
1. Pray for the Lord to give you favor with your neighbors and joy in your work.  HINT: This is also a lot of fun if two or three go together – take the kids, or a neighbor child and a wagon, or go as a couple, share the route with another close neighbor lighthouse or invite a friend!  

2. Go collect the food and make notes about each home you contact. This will help you pray for and minister to them in the future.

3. If no one is home the first time, go back a second time. 

 STEP THREE:    Drop off the Food
1. Put the food in larger bags or boxes.

2. Drop the food off at your church.
